1. Apologies for absence –

5. Correspondence and Reports from Cllrs and Clerk

5.1. Clerks report –No update could be made regarding the proposed signees around ABB as CE have still not sent a quote, KH has sent father correspondence to CE to try and get some movement on the project.
5.1.1.  Fix My Street update – Clerk send request for wastage lane to be looked at after email from Great Budworth PC Clerk.  CE said the road isn’t in a bad enough condition for any works yet but will keep and eye on it.

Report from Kate Hague, High Legh Ward – Clerk read report sent By KH giving an up date on the signage issue and the Connectivity issues in the parish,  she noted that she had spoken to Simon Baynes MP but he said unfortunately it fell outside his area and we would need to continue to email Esther McVey. 
6. Planning

6.1. 24/0178M Georges Lane Farm, Georges Lane, Aston by Budworth, CW9 6LS – The application was not Duly made by CE and it is belaved that the applicant will take it to appeal.  
6.2. Georges Lane, Aston by Budworth - 24/0373M - PE12410 - Dog Park – was turned down but is still operating and is beleaved to be reaplying.   
6.3. 24/0723D HIELD HOUSE FARM, HIELD LANE, ASTON BY BUDWORTH, NORTHWICH, CHESHIRE, CW9 6LP – this application was to discharge condition,  the PC deemed that the evidence showed that the conditions had been meet, so no objection was made.
