This application has gone to appeal, all comments that were previously given will be carried forward to the appeal. No date has been set yet. 

6.2. Georges Lane, Aston by Budworth - 24/0373M - PE12410 - Dog Park
The Dog Park on Georges Lane has been turned down for change of use, however it is still operating, the clerk will contact the enforcement team to find out the protocol going forward.  
6.3. New Farm, CANN LANE, 24/1454M – The farm track was refused planning permission for being in the green belt.
