5.1. Clerks report –
5.1.1. New road signs have still not arrived; the incorrect direction signs have been removed but the remaining signs will stay in place until the new ones arrive  

5.1.2. Waterless brook bridge update – the bridge on Pickmere road has now been demolished and they are estimating rebuilding before the end of the year, this will obviously have an impact on the cheshire show day traffic, the clerk has received several complaints about the temporary traffic lights on Budworth road and has reported on fix by street and also to CE highways.
