4.1. Clerks report – Road Signs, notice board, Pinfold, Financial orders 

4.1.1. The Clerk gave a short update on the ongoing situation with the signs, highways have now sent a quote that has been agreed by the council, but no time scale had been given for when the signs will arrive.  The new notice board has been delivered and Steve Hanky from HHG will install it this month.  The pinfold has had the overgrowth taken off so the state of the walls can be assessed.  The clerk has not yet finished the financial orders but will continue to work on them.
